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PG MEDICAL COUNSELLING 2017 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COUNSELING/CHOICE FILLING/ADMISSION 
(Please also read the Govt. guidelines for reference) 

 
The online choice filling/locking for counselling and admission to PG 

Medical courses in the academic session 2017-18 will start from 04.04.2017 to 
06.04.2017.(10 A.M-10 P.M) 

All the candidates whose names appear in the provisional merit list of the 
state can participate in all rounds of counselling.  

Any candidate if fails to do choice filling and locking will not be allotted 
any seat in the same round of counselling, but can participate in subsequent 
round of counselling. 

Eligible candidates  under state quota/deemed universities whose name 
appear in the merit list are allowed to fill in and lock choices online and those 
who fail to lock any choice during the scheduled period will not be allotted any 
seat.  

Allotment of seats shall be made strictly as per merit and choice locked. 
After choice locking is over, one day time will be given to candidates who have 
faced some problem during choice locking and could not submit. Such 
candidates are requested to contact the help line number immediately and can 
communicate with Convener via Email ( in English language) only.  

 
After successful choice filling/locking, Candidates can download allotment 

letter. After downloading the allotment letter the candidates have to proceed to 
the Office of convener for provisional admission along with the all original 
documents, original CLC and a copy of provisional allotment letter as per 
schedule (12.04.2017 to 18.04.2017 except Public holiday). They have to 
deposit the required admission fees in shape of SBI Bank Draft in favour of 
“Chairman, PG Medical Counselling Committee” payable at SBI, MCC Branch, 
IFS Code 2064 and obtain a provisional admission letter to that effect. The fees 
for Govt/Private / Medical Colleges under deemed university shall be as under:

Hi-Tech Medical College,  Rs.   4,50,000/-  Pre clinical    

     Rs.   5,00,000/-  Paraclinical and clinical  
 IMS & SUM Hospital Rs.   7,50,000/- Preclinical

     Rs. 19,80,000/- Clinical 
 KIMS    Rs.   7,50,000/- Preclinical & Paraclinical 
     Rs. 18,00,000/- Clinical 



 
NB: No admission shall be done without original CLC and admission fees. 
Candidate’s physical presence is mandatory and no authorisation will be 
allowed. Undertaking of any kind for the above shall not be entertained. 
 

In case the candidate changes his/her college, in subsequent counselling, 
they will not deposit any more fees in the colleges provided they will be 
admitted in the Govt. Colleges, but they have to show the original money receipt 
received from the convener. At the end of counselling process if a candidate has 
deposited the fees but not taken any admission finally, then only 90% of fees 
deposited will be refunded. If a candidate after taking admission in a college 
resigns after last date of admission is over, he/she will be guided by Clause ‘K’ of 
the Govt. guidelines.
